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Aims

Grove Vale Primary School is determined and committed to providing all pupils with the best 

education possible; assisting all to achieve the very best they can. The pupil premium grant is used strategically to support targeted pupils to achieve this aim in a number of ways:

· Assuring quality first teaching for all pupils

· High quality professional development for staff

· Targeted support for pupils who require a more personalised curriculum or intervention to access learning

· Offering an alternative learning environment with a more specialised focus on nurture type activities to motivate pupils and raise aspirations to create a positive view of learning

Background

The pupil Premium is a government initiative which provides additional funding for schools in 

order to raise the attainment of disadvantaged pupils and thus close the gap between them and their peers. The government has used pupils entitled to free school meals (FSM), looked after pupils and service pupils as indicators of deprivation. 

Currently a fixed amount of funding is provided for each child registered as eligible for free school meals at any point in the last 6 years:

· £1,320 for pupils in reception to year 6.

· Schools will also receive £1,900 for each pupil who has left local authority care because of one of the following:

· Adoption

· Special guardianship order

· A child arrangement order

· A residence order

· Pupil who have been in local authority care for one day or more also attract £1,900 of pupil Premium money.

Principles

1. We ensure that teaching and learning opportunities meet the needs of all of the pupils. Where necessary our provision will be varied and adapted (funded by pupil premium) to meet the differing needs of our pupils. Variation of need is determined by analysis of pupil data and tracking, discussion with parents, pupils and staff. The school has made use of research information around the topic of pupil premium funding. 

2. We ensure that appropriate provision is made for pupils who belong to vulnerable groups, this includes ensuring that the needs of socially disadvantaged pupils are adequately assessed and addressed

3. In making provision for socially disadvantaged pupils, we recognise that not all pupils who receive free school meals will be socially disadvantaged

4. We also recognise that not all pupils who are socially disadvantaged are registered or qualify for free school meals. We reserve the right to allocate the Pupil Premium funding to support any pupil or groups of pupils the school has legitimately identified as being socially disadvantaged.
Provision

The range of provision the school may consider making for this group could include:

· Providing small group work with an experienced teacher.

· 1:1 or small-group support.

· The provision of specific or specialist equipment.

· Additional teaching and learning opportunities provided through trained LSP’s or external agencies.

· The use of trips and external visitors to enhance educational and real-life experiences.

· Pastoral work with a qualified nurture learning support practitioner supporting pupils with emotional or socially related issues which inhibit learning, impact on self-esteem or mental health.
All our work through the pupil premium will be aimed at accelerating progress, moving children to at least age related expectations. Pupil premium resources may also be used to target higher attaining

children on FSM to achieve the greater depth standard. 

Analysing data, monitoring and evaluation.

All staff are involved in the analysis of data and are fully aware of strengths and weaknesses across the school. 

Teaching and support staff identify which pupils need intervention to cater for their specific needs. 

Pupil progress meetings take place termly with the SLT.

Staff are fully aware of who the pupil premium and vulnerable pupils are and they ensure that all pupil premium pupils benefit from the funding. 

Underachieving at all levels is targeted (not just lower attaining pupils) and all pupils ‘needs are considered carefully so that we provide support for those pupils who have the potential to improve further.
Reporting
It will be the responsibility of the Head Teacher and assistant Head Teacher to produce termly reports for the Governors on:
1. Through data analysis and pupil tracking; a summary of the progress made towards narrowing the gap for socially disadvantaged pupils.

2. A summary of the progress made by pupil premium pupils.

3. An outline of the provision that is in place for socially disadvantaged pupils. 

4. An evaluation of the cost effectiveness of interventions and how pupil premium spending has been spent.

5. Annual spending plan for pupil premium published on the school website
6. An evaluated spending plan for pupil premium published on the school website to review the previous year. 
Outcomes
1. Children eligible for PPG will have greater chances available to them to enhance opportunities and attainment.

2. Children’s enhanced opportunities will raise motivation and self-esteem

3. Attainment of socially disadvantaged children will be maximised

4. Accelerated progress of those children identified

5. Socially disadvantaged children will have greater opportunities to take a full part in the school’s curriculum including educational visits
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
